Financial Assistance with Lead Remediation:       Lead Hazard Control Assistance Fund at 3% Interest Rate

The Lead Hazard Control Assistance Fund offers financial assistance to homeowners and property owners to reduce lead-based paint hazards in the home. 

Eligible housing includes both owner occupied and investor owned properties that contain lead hazards.  The housing must have been built before 1978.

The LHCA fund provides deferred payment 3% interest loans, with some opportunities for forgivable loans for low-to-moderate income households.  Property owners from all income levels are eligible to apply for repayable loans.
