The Regular Meeting of the Municipal Council of the Borough of Hawthorne was held on the
above date at 8:00 p.m., in the Auditorium of the Municipal Building, 445 Lafayette Avenue,
Hawthorne, New Jersey. Present were Councilpersons Bennett, English, Matthews, Mele,
Sinning, Wojtecki and Bertollo. Also present were Mayor Goldberg, Borough Administrator
Maurer, Borough Attorney Pasquale, Director of Revenue and Finance Hewitt, Borough
Engineer Boswell and Borough Clerk Witkowski.

FLAG SALUTE

Council President Bertollo invited all present to join him in the flag salute.

STATEMENT

Council President Bertollo stated adequate notice of this meeting had been provided by the
Annual Schedule of regular meetings heretofore adopted and posted on the Public Bulletin
Board at the Municipal Building, emailed to the Hawthorne Press, Herald News, The Record,
The Gazette, and all persons who have requested the mailing of such schedule, and a copy of
said schedule has remained on file in the office of the Borough Clerk from and since
December 17, 2008.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Council President Bertollo entertained a motion to approve the minutes of the Regular Meeting
of July 15, 2009 and the Special Meeting of July 28, 2009, moved by Councilman Sinning,
seconded by Councilman Matthews. On roll call, Councilman Bennett abstained on July 15,
2009, Councilpersons Wojtecki, Matthews, and English abstained from July 28, 2009, all others
said yes.

PUBLIC COMMENT

Council President Bertollo opened the meeting to the public. He stated if anyone desired to be
heard, please raise your hand to be recognized, come forward to the microphone and state your
name and address. He stipulated this was for agenda items only.

Seeing no one, Council President Bertollo entertained a motion to close the public portion,
moved by Councilman Matthews, seconded by Councilman Sinning. On roll call, all voted yes.

Council President Bertollo opened the meeting to the public and asked anyone who desired to be
heard to come forward and state your name and address for the record.

Council President Bertollo entertained a motion that the public hearing on Ordinance No. 1988-

Council President Bertollo entertained a motion to adopt Ordinance No.1988-09, moved by
Councilwoman English, seconded by Councilman Sinning.

Ordinance No. 1989-09 for Adoption

BOND ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR ROAD RECONSTRUCTION INCLUDING THE
INSTALLATION OF STORMWATER CONVEYANCE IMPROVEMENTS, CURBING AND
OTHER SUBSURFACE AND SURFACE IMPROVEMENTS ON BROCKHUIZEN LANE,
FOR ITS ENTIRE LENGTH FROM GOFFLE ROAD TO THE TERMINUS THEREOF, AS

Public Hearing

Council President Bertollo opened the meeting to the public and asked anyone who desired to be
heard to come forward and state your name and address for the record.

No one desired to be heard.

Council President Bertollo entertained a motion that the public hearing on Ordinance No. 1989-
09 is closed and that it be resolved that this ordinance was posted on the bulletin board on which
public notices are customarily posted and published in the Hawthorne Press. Copies of said

ordinance were made available to the general public.

Now, therefore, be it resolved that this ordinance be adopted and the Clerk is authorized to
advertise the same according to law.
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Council President Bertollo entertained a motion to adopt Ordinance No. 1989-09, moved by
Councilman Bennett, seconded by Councilman Wojtecki. On roll call, all voted yes.

OLD BUSINESS

Council President Bertollo indicated that One Washington Holdings-Pan Chemical has been
1ssued summonses regularly for property maintenance issues. The building started to be painted
yesterday, August 4™, All the plywood has been spray painted and the grass is being maintained
on a weekly basis. As discussed, taxes have been brought up to date. In previous conversations
with Senator Girgenti, Mr. Santoro, NJ Transit representative, has indicated that the process will
move forward with the lease agreement as soon as the land is developed into a parking lot.
There are some changes to the plans that were submitted a month ago, which include elevating
the parking lot to make it level with the platform. This is positive news for the Borough since
the issue has always been to try to move the station further away from the residential area. The
change has brought additional cost to the project, which has delayed the lease agreement. NJ
Transit is also in the process of getting the property appraised and believe that there should be an
agreement in the near future.

Councilman Mele inquired about Goffle Brook Park. Borough Administrator Maurer stated that
emails have been exchanged with the Passaic County Administrator, who has assured that the
issues will be addressed. The status of the Warburton Avenue Bridge was also discussed. The
County is planning to do a temporary fix to improve the bridge and is planning new construction
next week.

Councilman Matthews inquired if PSE&G was finished with the re-paving of the streets between
Ninth Avenue and Lincoln Avenue due to the underground electrical project. Borough
Administrator Maurer stated that all work has been completed with the exception of Florence,
which the Borough has included in the 2009 Road Program and will be paved this fall as a
switch to the paving of Ruth Avenue. Councilman Matthews asked if Administrator Maurer
would follow up with PSE&G in regard to a depression on Florence Avenue, right before Ruth
Avenue, where six to seven inches has sunken in under the pavement. Administrator Maurer
stated that there is a gas line project that PSE&G will be working on which includes Braen
Avenue, Van Winkle Avenue and all of Robertson Avenue but not Ninth Avenue, which was
recently paved.

Councilman Wojtecki stated that he spoke to the tree services vendor about the tree that was to
be planted in front of Councilman Sinning’s house, which has been on the list for eleven years.
There was an issue in locating the house but have now promised that Councilman Sinning is on
the list for the fall plantings, which will be by October 15, 2009.

NEW BUSINESS

Councilman Bennett stated that on behalf of the Safety Committee, he would like to know the
status of the server closet on the first floor in the Municipal Building, which has been roped off
for some time. Administrator Maurer indicated that there have been problems with Verizon.
The equipment vendor came in to install the new equipment, leaving the old equipment in place
so the Borough could continue to receive the old lines. There was a court date scheduled with
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Verizon in early July, which was cancelled by Verizon. The Borough has asked Verizon for the
past six months on what needs to be done to transfer over to the new carrier, One
Communications, but have received conflicting information. An agreeable court date has been
identified today and the Borough has filed a complaint with Board of Public Utilities and with
Passaic County External Affairs. Verizon is delaying the process, which is costing the Borough
approximately $500 per month. Councilman Bennett asked if someone got hurt in the area, who
would be liable. Mayor Goldberg indicated the Borough would be liable. Administrator Maurer
stated that the work was only to be a few days at most but the delayed court date has extended
the process extensively. Council President Bertollo stated that bringing the FIOS hub to the
Public Access Channel is behind and that it could be six months before it is ready.

ADMINISTRATIVE AGENDA

Mayor Goldberg reported the following:

1. Tonight there will be promotions in the Auxiliary Police Department, who are dedicated
individuals that donate their time to the Police Department to maintain public safety and
well being. They are a tremendous asset to the community and we thank them for their
service.

2. Thank you to Borough Clerk Susan Witkowski for arranging a program with the Motor
Vehicle Commission on identifying genuine and counterfeit identification. Every holder
of a liquor license in the Borough was invited to attend with most doing so. Another
program may be offered again in the spring since this program was such a success.

3. Details are being planned for an event on 9/11, a Friday night, here in front of the
Municipal Building. More details will follow at the next meeting.

4. The Borough has obtained access to the Pyrolac site so the Environmental Engineer can
determine the extent of the contamination and the necessary remediation plan. More
details will be given at the next Council meeting. Mayor Goldberg thanked Debra
Hoffman and the Brownfield Commission for going to court and obtaining access to the
site. Councilman Wojtecki asked if the owner of the property has come forward. Mayor
Goldberg indicated they did not, which is expected because there are many other legal

issues.

5. Appointment of Auxiliary Lieutenant Richard Donadio to Captain of the Hawthorne
Auxiliary Police.

6. Appointment of Auxiliary Sergeant Michael Nelson to Lieutenant of the Hawthorne
Auxiliary Police.

7. Appointment of Auxiliary Sergeant Christian Qualey to Lieutenant of the Hawthorne
Auxiliary Police.

8. Appointment of Auxiliary Officer Brian Bertollo to Sergeant of the Hawthorne Auxiliary
Police.

9. Appointment of Auxiliary Officer Alex Clavijo to Sergeant of the Hawthorne Auxiliary
Police.

10. Appoiniment of Auxiliary Officer Brian VanHook to Sergeant of the Hawthorne
Auxiliary Police.

Council President Bertollo entertained a motion to accept appointments, moved by Councilman
Wojtecki, seconded by Councilman Matthews. On roll call, all voted yes.
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Chief Scully thanked and congratulated all the recipients on their promotions. The Auxiliary
Police patrol during parades, special functions and respond to emergencies. The Borough is
grateful to have such a wonderful group that sacrifices time away from their families to help the
Police Department. The Borough wishes you every success.

Sergeant Carbone thanked the Auxiliary for the hours that they dedicate in helping the
Hawthorne Police during the bad weather and storms. The force consists of twenty seven
officers, which he is very proud of.

Mayor Goldberg called upon Director of Revenue and Finance Hewitt for her report.

Director of Revenue and Finance Hewitt reported on the following:

Director Hewitt stated she is very proud to live in a town where there are such wonderful
volunteers such as the Auxiliary.

Tax bills were sent out on Tuesday, August 4™, one day a head of schedule. Director
Hewitt thanked the staff of Revenue and Finance, in addition to other staff members from
other departments who assisted in the task. Director Hewitt thanked in particular,
Barbara Crowley, Tax Collector, and Louise Siano, Deputy Tax Collector, who dedicated
themselves in getting the bills out.

The Borough will be going out for bond anticipation notes the week of August 17",
which is necessary because we have used all available funds, including grant monies.
The programs included are the 2008 and 2009 Road Programs, and the HVAC system. A
complete list is being prepared with the auditors and is expected to be completed by
Monday, August 10" for the Finance meeting. The bond issue should be between
$800,000 and $1,000,000.

The Borough received the audit report today, which was a good report. The synopsis of
audit should be received tomorrow so the Borough may advertise and the report may be
officially presented to the Council at the next regular meeting on August 19",

That concludes Director of Revenue and Finance Hewitt’s report.

Mayor Goldberg called upon Borough Attorney Pasquale for his report.

Attorney Pasquale reported on the following:

1.

Attorney Pasquale had talked to Senator Girgenti, who received a call from
Transportation Commissioner Dilts in regard to the Pan Chemical site, once again
offering support on a statewide level to get the improvements on track. The Borough is
pleased that the building is being painted. There will not be a lease agreement within the
next two weeks, due to the change in NJ Transit plans. The Borough will continue to do
what needs to be done to ensure the property gets improved.

The resolution on Brockhuizen Lane is on the agenda tonight. The project started with
Mayor Crisitelli, continued with Mayor Botbyl and concluded with Mayor Goldberg.
This will benefit all in town, the residents of Brockhuizen Lane will receive services that
were unavailable before, Highview residents will be relieved of a burden and all other
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residents benefit from knowing that our neighbors are safer and better off. This is
positive for the Borough.

. Borough Attorney Pasquale was asked by the Zoning Board to address the 7-11

application. The Borough is fortunate to have an experienced Zoning Board, members
who have served on the Board for many years and newer members who have experience
in trade and business. The Board is being asked to give up a number of nights for special
meetings to hear the project through. Borough Attorney Pasquale encourages the public
to voice their opinions, questions and criticisms but to allow the meetings to take place in
an orderly fashion, allowing the Board to do what they need to do in a respectful and
courteous way. Residents are asked to trust in the process and acknowledge that the
Zoning Board is very capable of hearing the application.

That concludes Borough Attorney Pasquale’s report.

Mayor Goldberg called upon Borough Engineer Boswell for his report.

Borough Engineer Boswell reported on the following:

Christian Health Care Center-A letter from the applicant’s attorney has been reviewed
extending the time for a completeness review. The applicant desires to complete the
process in Wyckoff before coming to Hawthorne.

HVAC-There was a malfunction in a VAV box in the Finance area, which has been
repaired at no cost to the Borough. Additionally, the design has been completed to
provide a split system for the computer rooms of both the Police Department and Finance
Department. This will allow cooling of those rooms in the future, while the system is
primarily being used to heat the building. Installation of the split system should be
complete in two weeks.

Pump House Rehabilitation-The change order for closing out the job is on tonight’s
agenda as R3. R3 is the only resolution that is an increase, due to the discovery that the
structural integrity of the building’s pillar corners were compromised, requiring
reconstruction of the pillars. R2, R4 and R5 are reductions in cost, due to as built
quantities and additional work, therefore saving the Borough approximately $35,000.
Goffle Brook Stream Stabilization Project-The historic landscape architect has been hired
and has begun the work as required by the DEP.

. Municipal Building UST-A recommendation letter has been submitted along with all of

the quotes received. VanDer Wall Heating and Fueling Company offered to perform the
work at no cost to the Borough.

Hawthorme Municipal Pool-The main pool is in compliance. Drain protection for the
main drain and suction alert are on for the kiddie pool. Four parts are currently on order
and can be easily installed once they are received, at which point, the Borough will be in
complete compliance.

Ridgewood Water Company and Ravine Terrace Drainage Improvement-There has been
a meeting with Ridgewood Water Company and discussions continue with the DEP.
Once it is determined that the Hawthome water tank will fulfill the Ridgewood Water
Company needs, the Borough can proceed with the drainage improvement agreement.
Van Winkle Avenue-The final voucher has been submitted to close out this job along
with a change order for a reduction of $20,000. The original contract amount was
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10.

approximately $250,000. Change orders 1 and 2 added items so the net adjusted contract
amount is $244,000.

2008 Road Program-The final voucher and change order have been submitted. The
original contract was for $338,000. The change order is a reduction of nearly $12,000, so
the final contract amount is $327,000.

Arcadis Project-The public hearing scheduled for the Planning Board on July 31, 2009
was adjourned because Arcadis’ lawyer cancelled.

GIS Mapping is complete and just being verified at this time. The DEP has deemed the
application complete for the chlorine conversion and are performing a technical review at
this time.

The 2009 Road Program and Central Avenue project are out to bid. Bids are due August
13, 2009 and are expected to be awarded August 19, 2009.

The Drainage Improvement project is moving forward. Borings are needed on Charwalt.
Two proposals were solicited and the recommendation is J.R. Hafteck, for a lump sum of
$13,500.00

There have been discussions with the Borough Attorney Pasquale and Code Official
Turner about the Norma Terrace subdivision and the issuing of a summons for property
maintenance. According to the developer, the dirt pile belongs to PSE&G. The
developers’ agreement has elapsed, which requires an extension. Borough Attorney
Pasquale stated he was contacted by the developer today but before the extension can be
processed, the Borough needs to ensure that the bond is maintained and the property is
properly maintained.

Goffle Hill/Sicomac Pump Station, Ordinance 1991-09 and Resolution R17 are on the
agenda tonight to allow for funding and authorization to pursue from the NJ
Infrastructure Trust Fund.

That concludes Borough Engineer Boswell’s report.

Mayor Goldberg thanked Engineer Boswell for his recommendation on the grant writer, Capital
Alternatives Corporation.

Mayor Goldberg then called on Borough Administrator Maurer for his report.

Administrator Maurer reported on the following:

1.

The swim meet sponsored by the Hawthorne Board of Recreation and the Hawthome
Lions Club was postponed from last week until tomorrow, August 6™ at 6:00 p.m. All
children who would like to participate should be at the pool at that time.

Borough Administrator Maurer and Code Enforcement Official Turner will be going to
Bergen County Superior Court next week to address the outstanding summonses issued
to Pan Chemical.

New York Susquehanna and Western Railroad will be painting the trestle by Pan
Chemical in an effort to assist the Borough in cleaning up the area.

The Borough will be holding an auction on August 17" at 4:00 p.m. beginning at the
Public Work Station with the vehicles and then ending with the remaining items behind
Borough Hall.
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5. Administrator Maurer is continuing to negotiate with the Blue Collar Union, with
progress is being made. Another negotiation is set up for early September.

6. Channel 77 bulletin board has been down for the last few weeks. A restored computer
will replace the old computer, which will hopefully get the bulletin board up and running
again.

7. We have received the VAV box but there are still issues with cooling the Finance area
that will need to be addressed by Borough Engineer Boswell in the near future.

That concludes Administrator Maurer’s report.

Councilman Bennett inquired about the use of New Jersey Accounting Principles instead of
Generally Accepted Accounting Principles. Director of Revenue and Finance Hewitt stated that
New Jersey accounting standards are much stricter than that of others, which is a positive for
State municipalities and is why New Jersey has such a high bond rating.

Councilman Bennett asked Borough Engineer Boswell about the Eighth Street flooding
problems and the recommendation to investigate installation of a tide gate system to stop
backwater on Goffle Brook during prolonged storm events. Borough Engineer Boswell
indicated that a tide gate is a check valve. Right now, North Eighth Street has limited drainage
and the invert of the pipes allows water from the Passaic River to go back through the pipes. A
check valve would ensure that nothing could come the other way.

Councilwoman English asked if ramps were included in the paving on Route 208. Engineer
Boswell indicated they are to be paved and he will confirm again. The biggest problems the
State has identified are the pothole that is underneath the Van Winkle Bridge and bridge decks
on Goffle Road and Lafayette Avenue.

Councilwoman English requested that the trees on Goffle Road, on the side of Rescue Five, be
trimmed again since people are walking in the street and cannot walk on the sidewalk.
Administrator Maurer indicated he would follow up.

Councilman Mele asked about the historical landscape architect in Goffle Brook Park. Borough
Engineer Boswell indicated that the corridor of Goffle Brook through the park is considered
historical. The two County projects that are being worked on are the bridge replacement and the
stabilization of the banks of the Goffle Brook. There are numerous ways to stabilize the banks.
The DEP determined that the erosion protection measures must be of a historic nature and that a
historical landscape architect needed to be hired, which the County agreed to.

Councilman Wojtecki inquired why a contractor would work for free. Borough Engineer
Boswell stated that the contractor pulls many oil tanks in the town and he appreciates the rapid
response that he gets from the Borough’s building department. Completing this project for the
Borough free of charge, is a way to say thank you to the town. Engineer Boswell indicated that
1s why the other prices were also communicated to the Council.

Councilman Wojtecki stated there is a large tree down at 770 Goffle Road. Administrator
Maurer indicated that it was being taken care of.
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Councilman Wojtecki asked Borough Attorney Pasquale if he could give an update on the Patriot
Development Corporation. Borough Attorney Pasquale indicated that Patriot Development is
prepared for their hearing before the Zoning Board, which will be scheduled soon. Attorney
Pasquale stated he did not know how many units were planned to be developed.

Councilman Wojtecki stated that the pool is great when Mr. Wilson is present, however in his
absence conditions are not acceptable.

Council President Bertollo asked Borough Engineer Boswell about the Christian Health Care
Center. Engineer Boswell indicated that the application was deemed complete by Wyckoff and
the hearing will begin soon. Borough Engineer Boswell will send out an email regarding the
scheduled dates. The applicant will go through the process in Wyckoff before coming to
Hawthorne.

Council President Bertollo inquired about the solution with Ridgewood Water. Borough
Engineer Boswell indicated that if Ridgewood Water does not have to purchase a water tank,
they would agree to build certain improvements that the Borough has designed and
recommended. The Borough’s design includes taking the water down Ravine Terrace in
Wyckoff to Goffle Brook. Councilman Wojtecki inquired about what would happen in the case
of fire at the same time in Ridgewood and Hawthorne. Borough Engineer Boswell stated that
approval needs to be received by the DEP to ensure there is enough capacity to withstand a fire
at the same time.

Council President Bertollo asked about the painting of the trestle on Washington Avenue.
Borough Administrator Maurer indicated that according to New York Susquehanna’s contractor,
they are prepared to move forward. Council President Bertollo thanked Mr. Kurdock in all he
did to make the painting possible.

Council President Bertollo entertained a motion to record the Administrative Agenda, moved by
Councilman Matthews, seconded by Councilwoman English. On roll call, all voted yes.

2. During the repointing process, it was discovered that the structural integrity of
the building’s pillar corners were compromised, requiring reconstruction of
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the pillars. This condition could not have been determined by the contractor
until the work was in progress and the extent of damage to the pillars could
only be determined once the same was exposed during the repointing process.

3. It is in the best interest of the Borough of Hawthorne to have the work
performed by way of change order issued to Commodore Construction Corp.
The work was in progress when the condition was detected, the contractor
was already mobilized on site, a separate contract to a different contractor
would have caused undue delay and further threatened exposed areas, and it
made most economic sense to permit the contractor already mobilized and on
site to perform the additional work.

4. The total value of the contract and change order is $13,347, an amount below
the bid threshold, making public bidding unnecessary. While the change
order represents a high percentage, in relation to the original contract, the total
amount of the original contract and the change order are low, making separate
contracts highly impractical.

PUBLIC COMMENT

Council President Bertollo opened the meeting to the public. He stated if anyone desired to be
heard, please raise your hand to be recognized, come forward to the microphone and state your
name and address.

Dan Melfi, 84 Emeline Drive, questioned why the minutes for the Economic Development
Committee aren’t posted on the Borough website. Mayor Goldberg stated that the group is a
quasi-committee and minutes are taken. The last few meetings have addressed the railroad
station on Diamond Bridge Avenue, the pocket park and the Streetscape Grant Application with
the DEP. Mayor Goldberg indicated that he would follow up to ensure minutes are being taken.

Mr. Melfi stated that the Save the Woods Organization contacted the Christian Health Care

Center after receiving their newsletter at the beginning of the year. CHCC contacted the
organization back three weeks ago, asking if a member of the organization could meet with them
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in the woods in a five minute timeframe. Mr. Melfi asked Borough Engineer Boswell if there is
a trade off between the water tower that Ridgewood Water proposed 2-3 years ago and
upgrading the Borough’s to supply CHCC. Engineer Boswell indicated that Ridgewood Water
needs to build a water tank regardless of CHCC and that it is possible that the Borough’s tank
will supply both current and future needs. Mr. Melfi inquired if the Borough will supply water
to CHCC either way. Mayor Goldberg indicated that has not been determined and it would not
be considered if the drainage problems were not addressed. Mr. Melfi asked if there would be
representation by the Borough at the meetings in Wyckoff for the CHCC application. Borough
Attorney Pasquale indicated that he and Council members would rotate to ensure there is
adequate representation from the Borough. Council President Bertollo stated that there are
several Council members that have Planning Board experience and are concerned about the
application. Mr. Melfi stated that the first meeting is scheduled for August 20" with the Zoning
Board, in which they will deem the application complete. The first official meeting will be the
third Thursday in September.

Joe Rooney, 84 Braen Avenue, asked if Braen Avenue is going to be repaved after the gas line
work 1s complete. Borough Administrator Maurer stated that the gas line is coming from the
other side of the brook to Goffle Road. The requirement will be to pave curb to crown. Mr.
Rooney inquired about the status of K Hovnanian. Borough Attorney Pasquale indicated that
they were served with a complaint and have not answered the complaint yet but expects to hear
something soon.

James W. Dusenberry, 81 Roosevelt Avenue, stated that he attended several Planning Board
meetings and was unable to hear in the Council Chambers and asked if the speakers could be
improved. Council President Bertollo stated that the Borough has received bids to improve the
sound system and is working to do so. Mr. Dusenberry asked if there was a Council meeting the
third week of August. Council President Bertollo indicated yes, the agenda is incorrect and there
is a meeting scheduled for August 19™.

Bob Kurdock, 15 Rhodes Court, thank you for the kind words regarding the efforts in getting the
train trestle painted. Mr. Kurdock stated that he is pleased that the residents on Brockhuizen
Lane are getting some relief but is unhappy that he has to pay for part of it and that the Borough
let a Condominium Association walk away from their obligation. Mr. Kurdock stated that he
attended a Zoning Board meeting where residents were approved for a change from a one family
to a two family home, which required variances. After the meeting, Mr. Kurdock questioned one
of the Board members as to why the application was approved and the response was that the area
is zoned as an R2. Mr. Kurdock indicated if that is the case, the Zoning Board should just
approve all requests in an R2 zone but he thought that the Borough is trying to limit the number
of two family homes. Mr. Kurdock believes the Zoning Board should be more stringent when
approving these types of applications. Mr. Kurdock agrees that the pool is in good condition.
Mr. Kurdock stated he was able to get two trees removed from his daughter’s property, however
the stumps still remain and requested the Borough Arborist attend to it when possible. Mr.
Kurdock asked if the Council would be represented at the swim meet on August 6™. Mayor
Goldberg and Councilman Wojtecki both stated that there will be representation from Council.

Council President Bertollo indicated that Tom Wilson, the pool manager, has done a wonderful
job and the programs that he is running have gone very well. Council President Bertollo stated
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that the Borough has made changes to the R2 Ordinance, making it more difficult to convert to a
two family home. Every application before the Zoning Board is evaluated on its own merit.
Council President Bertollo asked Borough Administrator Maurer about the company that offers
tree stump removal. Administrator Maurer indicated that he is looking into getting quotes for the
Borough and if they are not competitive will consider the Morris County Co-Op. The issue with
the Borough 1s manpower right now, which is the Borough is getting quotes.

Mary Mahon, 64 Emeline Drive, stated there is an issue with communication and would like to
know how residents are to know when certain meetings are so they may give their opinion.
Since January, Ms. Mahon has called Wyckoff to find out about the status of the Christian
Health Care Center and she has received information in different ways. Ms. Mahon stated that
the Borough wants residents to be involved but it is very difficult to keep up to date. Ms. Mahon
has just learned about Patriot Development and doesn’t know how residents are made aware
unless they read the Hawthorne Press every week. Borough Attorney Pasquale indicated that no
hearings have taken place and that if a resident is within 200 feet, they will receive a legal notice.
The Borough has always tried to publicize beyond the legal requirement, which is ten days.
Borough Attorney Pasquale stated that Ms. Mahon has not missed information since no hearing
has taken place and he and the Council will be attending those meetings to represent residents if
they are unable to do so. Ms. Mahon stated that it is necessary to have a copy of the plans or
documents before the meeting so you are able to comment. Attorney Pasquale said that the
Borough works very hard to communicate on channel 77, the Hawthorne Press and other
avenues. Councilman Matthews indicated that the Borough could add an upcoming applications
tab on the website or information containing such. Mayor Goldberg indicated that the Christian
Health Care Center application will not come to Hawthorne for months. Ms. Mahon inquired
when the next 7-11 zoning meeting will be. Attorney Pasquale stated that 7-11 has been delayed
until September and after that there will be special Monday night meetings on a weekly basis.
Councilman Sinning stated that Ms. Mahon may email him if further contact is necessary.
Discussion continued in regard to the scheduling of meetings for the Christian Health Care
Center application.

Council President Bertollo entertained a motion to close the public comment portion of the
meeting, moved by Councilman Matthews, seconded by Councilman Sinning. On roll call, all
voted yes.

ADJOURNMENT

Council President Bertollo entertained a motion to adjourn the meeting at 9:59 p.m., moved by
Councilwoman English, seconded by Councilman Matthews. On roll call, all voted yes.

Council President Bertollo indicated that the next regular council meeting will be on August 19,
2009. The work session will begin at 7:00 p.m. and the regular meeting will begin at 8:00 p.m.
