Seeing no one, Council President Bertollo entertained a motion that the public hearing on Ordinance No. 2034-10 be closed and that it be resolved that this ordinance was posted on the bulletin board on which public notices are customarily posted and published in the Hawthorne Press.  Copies of said ordinance were made available to the general public.

Now, therefore, be it resolved that this ordinance be adopted and the Clerk is authorized to advertise the same according to law. Motion was moved by Council Vice President Matthews, seconded by Councilman Lane.  On roll call, all voted yes.

OLD BUSINESS

Council President Bertollo asked if there was old business to discuss.  
Councilman Lane asked Borough Administrator Mauer about the parking on Llewelyn Avenue and the blocking of driveways.  Borough Administrator Mauer stated he would follow up. Councilman Lane asked about the status of the fence at the end of Elberon Avenue.  Borough Administrator Mauer stated that he and Mayor Goldberg would be looking at the situation and a decision will be made before spring.

Council Vice President Matthews asked Borough Administrator Maurer about the signs that were to be posted on Rock Road.  Borough Administrator Mauer stated he would follow up.

Council Vice President Matthews asked about the email that was received regarding the gas station on Diamond Bridge Avenue. Mayor Goldberg stated that he has spoken to Police Chief Scully, who contacted the business owner.  The issue has not been taken care of.  Mayor Goldberg stated that follow up will be made this week.
Councilman Wojtecki stated that parking on Lafayette Avenue continues to be a problem.  Borough Administrator Mauer stated that he followed up with the Police and will follow up again.  Ordinance indicates that parking is permitted for two hours.  In this particular situation, a vehicle has been parking from Friday until Sunday without moving.  Administrator Mauer indicated that parking is for the business district as well.
NEW BUSINESS
CA-1
Appointment of Lori DiBella as Deputy Borough Clerk, appointed November 15, 2010, effective November 22, 2010 for a one year probationary term.

Council President Bertollo entertained a motion, moved by Councilman Lane, seconded by Council Vice President Matthews.  On roll call, all voted yes.  Oath of Office was administered by Mayor Richard Goldberg.  
Council President Bertollo asked if there was new business to discuss.  
Councilman Wojtecki asked if Council meetings could be moved for November 2011, since there are five Wednesday’s in the month.  The fourth Wednesday, is the day before Thanksgiving and Monday meetings are difficult.  Council President Bertollo stated that the issue will be reviewed at the next Council meeting.  

Council President Bertollo asked Councilman Lane to present the Transit Village Initiative to Council.  

Councilman Lane stated that the same presentation was made to the Planning Board on Tuesday, November 9th and was well received. 
The New Jersey Department of Transportation (NJDOT) and NJ Transit spearhead a multi-agency Smart Growth partnership known as the Transit Village Initiative.  The Transit Village Initiative creates incentives for municipalities to redevelop or revitalize the areas around transit stations using design standards of transit oriented development (TOD).  TOD helps municipalities create attractive, vibrant, pedestrian-friendly neighborhoods where people can live, shop, work and play without relying on automobiles.  Municipalities that are committed to TOD may be eligible for NJDOT Transit Village designation.

The Transit Village Initiative is an excellent model for Smart Growth because it encourages growth in areas where infrastructure and public transit already exist.  Municipalities must meet the Transit Village Criteria and complete a Transit Village Application in order to be designated a Transit Village.

In addition to community revitalization, the Transit Village Initiative seeks to reduce traffic congestion and improve air quality by increasing transit ridership.  Studies have shown that adding residential housing options within walking distance of a transit facility; typically a one-half mile radius, increases transit ridership more than any other type of development.  Therefore, one of the goals of the Transit Village Initiative is to bring more housing, businesses and people into the neighborhoods around transit stations.
Councilman Lane stated that a one-half mile from the transit station is the Borough Library.  NJDOT has indicated that the Borough does not have housing options but there are other facets that could be worked on, such as road and pedestrian repairs, bicycle paths, etc.  The Transit Village Grant program is designed to assist municipalities who have been formally designated as Transit Villages by the Commissioner of Transportation and the inter-agency Transit Village Task Force.

The Division of Local Aid and Economic Development’s Transit Village Grant program will award grants for non-traditional transportation related projects to New Jersey municipalities designated as Transit Villages.  These are municipalities which have made a commitment to grow in the area surrounding a transit facility.  The facility can service commuter rail, bus, ferry or light rail.  Growth in areas where infrastructure is already in place and where multi-mobil transportation options are readily available helps to advance vital goals of the State of New Jersey such as reduced auto-dependency and cleaner air and water. 
Right now in the State of New Jersey, there are twenty two communities that are designated as Transit Villages.  There are two lead departments, New Jersey Transit and New Jersey Department of Transportation that determine which communities will be awarded the Transit Village application process.  Eight additional agencies review the application.  There are a number of communities that receive on-going funds for streetscape and redevelopment projects. There is one community that has a Phase Five program and received $470,000 this past year. Other communities have received $750,000 and $250,000.  Streetscape projects have received $530,000.  Upgrades to transit and parking areas have received $340,000.  The program also assists in the grant program and gives the Borough access to different funds.  The State is specifically looking for a long range program, between ten to twenty years.    
The Transit Village program started in 1999 and since then has grown significantly.  The area one-half a mile from the transit station is what would be considered.  The Economic Development Committee has completed a shopper survey, reflecting what the residents would like to see in the way of stores. The Economic Development Committee held approximately one dozen meetings with New Jersey Transit and NJDOT to review the application and what the Borough has to offer.  
The Passaic County Planning Department is now playing a major role in future planning.  They attended the Planning Board meeting on Tuesday and have requested that the Borough provide a letter to indicate where their expertise may be used.  

Councilman Lane reviewed the Downtown Visioning Process, which includes establishing priorities, holding Municipal and Public meetings and then presenting a vision of all the information compiled.  After all items are completed, the last step is the application process in the late spring.  The State awards grant money in August for the following year.  

Councilman Lane reviewed Frequently Asked Questions, which was distributed to Council.  Once designated as a Transit Village, a community can apply each year up to $100,000 for just planning alone.  

Sunday, October 24th there was an editorial regarding the Transit Village and the Borough.  Councilman Lane stated that the article was well written and is looking forward to continuing the project.  
Councilman Sinning asked if the one-half mile goes in all directions.  Councilman Lane stated it does.  Council Vice President Matthews stated that there is a session on Wednesday, November 17th at the League of Municipalities from 2:00 p.m.to 3:40 p.m. to review the initiative.
ADMINISTRATIVE AGENDA

Mayor Goldberg thanked Economic Development Chairperson, Carl Schmidt for his time and dedication to the Transit Village project.  Mr. Schmidt will be attending the League of Municipalities where meetings will be held with several transit oriented developers. 

Last week, a list was distributed indicating the promotions that will be made.  Captain Nelson’s retirement is effective November 30th.  On December 1st, the following promotions will be made:

· Steve Carbone will be promoted from Lieutenant to Captain
· John Carbone will be promoted from Sergeant to Lieutenant
· Robert Finstra will be promoted from Patrolman to Sergeant

All thirteen candidates were eligible for promotions.  Discussions were open and included what is working within the department and what is not. Mayor Goldberg thanked all the candidates for the discussions.  

REPORTS:
Mayor Goldberg called upon Director of Revenue and Finance Hewitt for her report.

Director of Revenue and Finance Hewitt reported on the following:

The Fourth Tax Quarter just ended and brought in $14.99 million.  Notices will go out in an effort to bring additional funds in by the end of the year.  

Director of Revenue and Finance Hewitt encouraged Council to pass R209-10, which refers to the beginning of the closing process. Additional resolutions will be presented in future meetings regarding the closing process as the accounting books are prepared for year end. 
This concluded Director of Revenue and Finance Hewitt’s report.

Mayor Goldberg called upon Borough Attorney Pasquale for his report.  

Borough Attorney Pasquale reported on the following:

Borough Attorney Pasquale stated that the garbage bids that were accepted are being challenged in court.  There will be a hearing on December 2, 2010 in regard to the challenge that was made by the second low bidder.  The Borough believes that the first low bidder should be awarded the contract and will defend as such.  
All discovery has been completed in the Enterprise matter.  A scheduling notice was received today.  Briefs and depository motions will be held in the near future.

A number of tax appeals have been settled but there are still a significant amount that remain pending for next year.

Borough Attorney Pasquale stated that he is working with Borough Engineer Boswell and the Building Department to resolve the issue on Norma Terrace.  The developer’s agreement was extended and the owner was given one last chance to complete the project.  A substantial amount of work has been completed.  There are issues between the developer and the adjacent property owner that are still being worked out.  
Thank you to all who attended the Lion’s Club Art Auction, which raised approximately $10,000.  

This concluded Borough Attorney Pasquale’s report.

Mayor Goldberg congratulated the Hawthorne High School Football team on their win in the playoffs against Butler. 

The Fire Department’s Memorial mass will be at St. Anthony Church on Sunday, November 21st at 8:30 a.m.   Following the mass, there will be a service at the Fireman’s memorial at 9:30 a.m. 
Mayor Goldberg called upon Borough Engineer Boswell for his report. 

Borough Engineer Boswell reported on the following:

Leaf Compost Facility Permit – The executed Notification of Exempt Recycling Activities Application has been forwarded to the NJDEP for approval.  
UST Groundwater Monitoring – The draft remedial investigation report has been prepared and is being reviewed.  The report’s certification was delivered to the Borough on Monday for Mayor Goldberg’s signature.
Goffle Brook Bank Stabilization – Copies of the construction plans for the Rea Avenue and Warburton Avenue Bridge projects have been submitted to the DEP.

Veterans Field – The field has been stripped and sandy topsoil applied.  Both the drainage swale and field drainage improvements have been constructed.  The sprinkler system has to be tested and heads adjusted as necessary.  The field has to be aerated, top dressed and fertilized.  Installation of sod should begin during the week of November 15th.  The actual schedule is dependent on weather conditions.  

2010 Road Improvement Program – The paving of Lynack Road still has to be completed as well as punch list items.  

Goffle Hill Force Main – The project is completed except for punch list items.

Brockhuizen Lane – The project is under construction.  

Christian Health Care Center – A special meeting is scheduled in Wyckoff for Monday, December 13th.  

Drainage Improvement Project – The contractor anticipates starting the project in December.  There is a completion date of April 2011, which the contractor will meet.  

Ridgewood Water Proposal – Comments were issued recently by the Wyckoff Township Committee to encourage Ridgewood to not build the water tank and instead use Hawthorne.   

Signs on Lafayette Avenue – Most of the signs have been removed.  There are still some handicap ramps that need to be addressed and signs associated with this work need to remain posted.  

Cornell Curb – There is still a section of missing curb and crushed curb.  Getting the contractor to complete the project has been difficult.  Council Vice President Matthews has diligently pursued getting this project completed.  

Goffle Road Sidewalk Proposal – Has been completed and will be distributed to Mayor Goldberg and Council.  
Brockhuizen Lane – High friction paint will be black in color and applied soon.

Forest Avenue Trench Collapse – Was investigated and no infrastructure problem was found.  There is no broken pipe and appears just to be the age.  The Department of Public Works would like this project to be added to next year’s program as a reconstruct.  

May Street/Arnold Roads – Under law, there is a requirement to put in DEP curb pieces to prevent anything getting into the stream.  There are expansion joints on either side of the curb piece that can be removed without cracking the curb.  
This concluded Borough Engineer Boswell’s report.

Mayor Goldberg stated that a letter was sent to the Postmaster to request that mail start to be delivered to residents on Brockhuizen Lane.  
Mayor Goldberg called on Borough Administrator Maurer for his report.  

Administrator Maurer reported on the following:

Leaf season has begun.  Residents who have not received their fifteen free bags can do so at the recycling center.  The schedule for pick up is on the Borough website www.hawthornenj.org.  

Residential and commuter parking stickers for 2011 will be going on sale on December 7th.  Evening hours will be available as well.  Information is available on the Borough website.  

The water meter program is 60% complete with installation.  The meters will be tested to determine how aggressive to be in future phases.

The Joint Insurance Fund budget increase was 1.3%.  The Borough is going to get a $548 reduction.  
The County Planning Department is looking for input from residents on the planning process for the County.  Information is available on the Borough website.  

Shared Energy purchase bids are due on November 23rd.  The bid will be awarded the same day.  Savings will be communicated at the next Council meeting.

Borough Administrator Mauer stated that he has met with PSE&G in regard to their Direct Install program. PSE&G would pay 80% of the costs of the energy improvements.  The remaining 20% would be paid by the Borough over two years. The savings should pay for the cost.

Borough Administrator Mauer is reviewing a list of items for the County Open Space Grant to determine which project will included for next year.  

The investigation of the Fire Department clothing allowance is on-going. Borough Administrator Mauer is waiting to hear back from a few companies and needs to interview one more person.  Mayor Goldberg and Borough Administrator Mauer met with Fire Officers last week to keep them apprised of the investigation.  

This concluded Borough Administrator Maurer’s report.
Mayor Goldberg stated that the Borough is still waiting for the County to allow the transfer of funds from the lighting project to the drainage project.  The County has ensured the Borough that the funds will be transferred.  

Mayor Goldberg asked if there were any questions.  
Councilman Wojtecki stated that the handicap ramp on Goffle Hill Road and Lafayette Avenue was paved.  Additionally, the paving contractor did not clean up after work was performed.  The asphalt by Atlantic Stewardship is already coming up.  Borough Engineer Boswell stated that this is a County project and that he would follow up with the County once again. Council President Bertollo stated that the same contractor is working on the curbing on North Eighth Street.  

Councilman Wojtecki stated that deer have become a hazard on Goffle Road.  Mayor Goldberg indicated that he would contact the County or TYCO to see what recommendations they may have.  

Councilman Bennett asked Borough Engineer Boswell about the status of the truck washing station project.  Borough Engineer Boswell stated that Department of Public Works Director Clemente and Frank Rossi of Boswell Engineering met last week.  A settlement was made on the type of structure.  More details will be given at the next Council meeting. 

Council President Bertollo asked if there is a schedule from PSE&G for paving repair of all the roads that were affected this year. Borough Engineer Boswell stated that repairs would not done this year and would most likely be scheduled for the spring.  Diamond Bridge Avenue needs repair and if not done this year, PSE&G may need to do skim coating so plowing will not be hazardous.  Borough Administrator Mauer stated that he would call PSE&G.  Councilman Lane stated that there are also issues on Watchung and Pasadena Avenues.  Areas that were patched were not smoothed out and there may be damage if plows go through.  Borough Administrator Mauer stated that a list will be compiled and given to PSE&G. 
Council President Bertollo entertained a motion to record the Administrative Agenda, moved by Councilman Mele, seconded by Councilman Bennett.  On roll call, all voted yes.

Council President Bertollo entertained a motion to approve the bills and forward them to the Treasurer for payment.  Motion moved by Councilman Mele, seconded by Councilman Wojtecki.  On roll call, all voted yes, with the exception of Council President Bertollo, who abstained on Downes Tree Service.
PUBLIC COMMENT
Council President Bertollo opened the meeting to the public. He stated if anyone desired to be heard, please raise your hand to be recognized, come forward to the microphone and state your name and address.  

Eric Gensinger, 35 Kimming Avenue, Lodi, New Jersey stated that he is renting a car lot on Wagaraw Road, which was originally a wholesale license but he intended for it to become retail when the Borough put restrictions on it.  Mr. Gensinger indicated he would complete repairs on the building and is just trying to make a living.  He will do wholesale and not retail if that is what the Borough would like.  
Rosemarie Spinelli, 169 Lafayette Avenue, stated she is the executrix of Tony Spinelli’s estate, which is the car lot on Wagaraw Road.  Ms. Spinelli’s family has owned the property for seventy years and is a lifelong resident.  Ms. Spinelli stated that she went to Borough Administration when she lost her tenant and has the same vision for the property as the Borough.  Ms. Spinelli indicated she turned away approximately one hundred people for the lot.  Mr. Gensinger contacted Ms. Spinelli and wanted to rent the lot.  They attended a Planning Board meeting and were approved.  Mr. Gensinger was willing to do whatever was required, run water, install electricity, etc.  Now the requirement is to have a site plan and survey.  Ms. Spinelli stated that she is disappointed in Council and Borough Attorney Pasquale and asked for reconsideration.  The agreement was that Mr. Gensinger would meet all requirements.  Property taxes are still being paid.  Mr. Gensinger still wants to pursue the car lot. Council President Bertollo stated that Mr. Gensinger can apply for a wholesale license with Borough Clerk Witkowski.  Borough Attorney Pasquale stated that when someone applies for a retail license when a wholesale license is what is on file, certain changes need to be made to bring the property to a certain standard.  This includes running water, paved parking area, demonstrating egress and obtaining a survey.   Borough Attorney Pasquale stated he has seen surveys for other properties in the area, including Mr. Bedrin and NJ Transit.  Ms. Spinelli stated that Mr. Gensinger wants a wholesale license.  Borough Attorney Pasquale stated that Mr. Gensinger needs to apply for a wholesale license Borough Clerk Witkowski.  The application will be reviewed by Council for approval.  Council President Bertollo stated that when it became a retail application, all requirements changed.  Mr. Gensinger stated  that as far as the State is concerned a license is a license and that if there are any other requirements it is local.  Mayor Goldberg stated that was correct it is a local Ordinance.  Borough Attorney Pasquale stated that cars could be stored there until the license is approved.  If the license is not approved, the cars would need to be removed.  A wholesale environment is different than retail environment and there are distinct requirements.  Mayor Goldberg stated that there are two different Boards reviewing the application.  One is the Planning Board that requires water and sewer hook up for a permanent certificate of occupancy.  The other is the Council that is approving the license.  
Council President Bertollo asked if anyone else wished to be heard.  Seeing no one, Council President Bertollo entertained a motion to close the public comment portion of the meeting, moved by Councilman Mele, seconded by Councilman Sinning.   On roll call, all voted yes.
ADJOURNMENT

Council President Bertollo entertained a motion to adjourn the meeting at 8:56 p.m., moved by Councilman Sinning, seconded by Council Vice President Matthews.  On roll call, all voted yes.  

Council President Bertollo indicated that the next regular council meeting will be on Wednesday, December 1, 2010.  The work session will begin at 7:00 p.m. and the regular meeting will begin at 8:00 p.m.
