The Regular Meeting of the Municipal Council of the Borough of Hawthorne was held on the
above date at 8:00 p.m., in the Council Meeting Room of the Municipal Building, 445 Lafayette
Avenue, Hawthorne, New Jersey. Present were Council President Matthews, Vice President
Bertollo, Councilpersons Bennett, Lane, Mele, Sinning and Wojtecki. Also present were Mayor
Goldberg, Borough Administrator Maurer, Director of Revenue and Finance Hewitt, Borough
Engineer Boswell, Borough Attorney Pasquale and Borough Clerk Witkowski.

FLAG SALUTE

Council President Matthews invited all present to join him in the flag salute.

STATEMENT

Adequate notice of this meeting has been provided by the Annual Schedule of regular meetings
heretofore adopted and posted on the Public Bulletin Board at the Municipal Building, emailed
to the Hawthorne Press, Herald News, Record, The Gazette and all persons who have requested
the mailing of such schedule, and a copy of said schedule has remained on file in the office of the
Borough Clerk from and since December 15, 2010.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Council President Matthews entertained a motion to approve the minutes of the Regular Meeting
of July 20, 2011, moved by Councilman Mele, seconded by Councilman Wojtecki. On roll call,
all said yes, except for Councilman Lane who abstained.

ADOPTION OF ORDINANCES

None.

PUBLIC COMMENT

Council President Matthews opened the meeting to the public. He stated if anyone desired to be
heard, please raise your hand to be recognized, come forward to the microphone state your name
and address and sign the sheet for the record. He stipulated this be for agenda items only.

Seeing none, Council President Matthews entertained a motion to close the public portion,
moved by Councilman Lane, seconded by Council Vice President Bertollo. On roll call, all
voted yes.

OLD BUSINESS

Council President Matthews asked if there was any old business to discuss.

Councilman Lane questioned Administrator Maurer about the lighting in the council meeting
room as a date was to be set to change out the bulbs. They came back and changed out the bulbs,
no commitment has been set to return to change out again. Council President Matthews asked
for it to be completed within the next two weeks. Councilman Lane also asked if there was an
update on the letter regarding Pan Chemical from our Construction Official, John Pallotta,
regarding violations issued. Administrator Maurer explained that the building was boarded up
and the borough is seeking the money back from the property owner. Tomorrow’s court
appearance will be for the general violations. Councilman Lane asked if Mr. Pallotta deemed the
building as an unsafe structure and if so, should it be knocked down? Attorney Pasquale said yes
it has been deemed unsafe and we looked at the cost factor along with the concern of the
abatement of asbestos in the building. The cost to remove is not recommended as the borough
could not recoup the cost which would be estimated at $100,000 to $120,000. Mayor Goldberg
stated that it is no longer considered unsafe after it was boarded up per definition. Attorney
Pasquale said that being boarded up, safe and secure, we could seek criminal prosecution. A
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final inspection is needed to determine if the structure is safe and then a letter stating so can be
issued. Attorney Pasquale said that if it is determined unsafe, other options will need to be
reviewed. Councilman Lane and Administrator Maurer discussed the pool and swim lessons.
There was a conflict regarding swim lessons for August versus July. Administrator Maurer said
that there are some residents with special needs issues that had to attend a summer session for
school and was there are no lessons in August when this is completed. Next year we will work
on serving and accommodating all residents.

Councilman Mele asked if the Mountain Avenue water tank issue had been resolved.
Administrator Maurer said he does not have an update at this time. Council President Matthews
asked to have this resolved within two weeks.

Councilman Lane asked about the exit ramps of the highways entering Hawthorne and the state
cutting the grass. Other towns have been maintained. He asked the Sheriff’s Department, but
they do not go on state land. Administrator Maurer said he contacted the state and has not
received a commitment from them. He explained there is a program in which an agreement is
signed to take responsibility, but will inquire if we can go on to the land once to cut.

Council President Matthews asked if there was any other old business for discussion. None was
raised.

NEW BUSINESS

Council President Matthews asked if there was any new business to discuss.

Councilman Wojtecki reported that on October 2, 2011, the Hawthorne DVRT Team and the
Police Department Auxiliary are having a Muddy Run (obstacle course) through the Eight Acres
Woods. Applications can be found on our website at www.hawthornenj.org.

Council President Matthews asked if there was any other new business to discuss. None was
raised.

ADMINISTRATIVE AGENDA PRESENTED BY THE MAYOR

Mayor Goldberg reported Governor Christie announced assistance for disabled seniors with a
summer energy bill. The Governor and DCA Commissioner Griffa announced a one hundred
dollar supplement of benefits will go out to 132,000 low-income and disabled seniors through
LIHEAP to provide relief on summer utility bills. They are also providing direct property tax
relief by doubling the homestead rebate benefits which they will see on their property tax bill,
and increasing the senior program by over ninety million dollars. New budget will fully fund the
pharmaceutical assistance to the age and disabled programs, PADD and senior gold, without any
increases and changes in eligibility. Leadership camp begins on Monday, August 15", 137 kids
are registered, and the National Guard helicopter will kick off the week when it arrives on the
playground at 9:30 a.m. The Lions Club swim meet took place last night, congratulations to all
who swam and participated, thank you to the Lions Club in sponsoring the event and to the
Council for attending and showing their support for the event. The ten-year anniversary of 9-11
will be observed on Friday, September 9" at the Municipal Building where we will remember
the Hawthorne resident who died as well as our Fire Department, Police Department and EMS
who volunteered and rushed into New York on this day. It is important to remember this event
every year, not celebrate, and to recognize the sacrifices by so many that days. Adult mosquito
spray will take place tomorrow in Hawthorne from 7:00 p.m. until 2:00 a.m. on Franklin Avenue,
Maitland Avenue, Tuxedo Avenue, Goffle Brook Park, the ball fields, and the tree-line of
Diamond Bridge Avenue, in the event of rain; it will be rescheduled for Monday, August 8".

Mayor Goldberg called upon Director of Revenue and Finance Hewitt for her report.

Director of Revenue and Finance Hewitt reported on the following:

We have received $33,000 for the 2010 tonnage grant. The audit exit conference took place
today which went very well and all should be pleased with the report. Second interviews are

taking place for the Deputy Treasurer position, our goal is to hire by September 1%, Tax bills
are being processed now with adjustments taking place before they can go out. This year’s rate
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is 5.099. The bank tax bills will go out first, followed by the regular bills being mailed on
Friday, August 12". Tonight’s resolution extends the grace period to September 9, if your bill
is not paid by then, interest will revert back to August 1°.

This concluded Director of Revenue and Finance Hewitt’s report.

Mayor Goldberg called upon Attorney Pasquale for his report.

Attorney Pasquale reported on the following:

Attorney Pasquale and Council Vice President Bertollo met with the developer and property
owners’ representative to reach a final conclusion in settling Norma Terrace. He will be in court
tomorrow on the Pan Chemical matter in which Mr. Cook’s attorney has reported he expects this
will go to trial.

This concluded Attorney Pasquale’s report.

Mayor Goldberg called upon Borough Engineer Boswell for his report.

Borough Engineer Boswell reported on the following:

Drainage Improvement Project — the project is complete except for punch list items and receipt
of the maintenance bond.

2011 NJDOT Local Aid (Mohawk)/2011 Road Program — the borough has awarded the project
to Cifelli & Son General Construction in the amount of $242,541.50. The grant the borough
received is for $185,000.00, the pre-construction meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, August 2.
Concrete work should begin as early as next week.

2011 Road Program — the borough has awarded the project to AJM Construction in the amount
of $596,045.50 to address the base bid plus alternates A, B and C as follows:
Base — Pasadena Place, Pocomoke Place, Lucille Drive, Sunrise Drive (Goffle Hill to
Beverly) and various intersection ramp upgrades.
Alt. A — Sunrise Drive (Beverly to the end)
Alt. B — Minerva Ave (Hawthorne Ave to Frederick Ave)
Alt. C — Ninth Ave (Rea Ave to Van Winkle Ave)

The pre-construction meeting was held on Friday, July 29", work should begin in two weeks.

Library Roof Repair - plans and specs are complete and have been submitted as requested. We
expect authorization to go out to bid next week.

UST Underground Monitoring — the project is on hold until the borough allocates funding.

Christian Health Care Center — Architecture testimony was completed during July 25™ special
meeting. The apartment units were described (bedroom numbers and sizes), minimum age (62),
number of buildings and building height. Based on definition in code, the building height
(lowest exterior grade to highest point on building) would be approximately 80’ due to the
topography of the site, where only 35 and 2 Y stories are permitted. At no point will a wing of
the building be greater than 39.2” in height and three stories. The next special meeting is
scheduled for September 26™.

Buena Vista and Rock Road Finalization — paperwork has been submitted to get final refund
checks back to the borough.

Lafayette Hills Water Storage Tank — the tank was investigated on July 22" by Jeff DeWan and
Dan Tedeschi where one of the hatches was inaccessible and did not open. Another port allowed
them to see inside and to see no silt was visible; a rod dropped in showed a two-and-a-half foot
level of water which is the sustained use for irrigation. The rod returned without silt on it, if
there is silt at the bottom, it is minor. We have never received an as-built plan on the tank, we
have only the approved design, we will request this from the association and if need be. Boswell
Engineering will measure to develop as-built plans and issue bill of services to them. Annual
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reports on functionality of the tank and reports of inspections will be requested and required. In
regards to Mr. Rooney’s inquiry on the wetlands, they seem to be functioning as should be; the
question now is some of the water actually coming from down the stream as opposed to just from
the tank. Engineer Boswell indicated he will look into the function of the wetlands relative to the
stream. Council Vice President Bertollo stated it is possible the problem could be the Wyckoff
water coming down the brook. Engineer Boswell stated that existed before the development was
built and based on all calculations and requirements under the storm water act, the amount of
water from the K. Hovnanian development is less coming off because of the tank but no less
coming off because of Wyckoff. Council Vice President Bertollo commented we know there is
more water due to the water shed issues up there. Engineer Boswell stated he will address this
issue and report at the next meeting.

This concluded Borough Engineer Boswell report.
Mayor Goldberg called upon Administrator Maurer for his report.
Administrator Maurer reported on the following:

E-ticketing contractor will be here on Friday to begin installation which will take three weeks.
Preliminary review of the best practices checklist indicates we have met 41 of the 51 items this
year to maintain state aid. We should reach 44 items this year, working on final items with
Director of Revenue and Finance Hewitt, the remaining three items require Council action. A
full report will be ready for the next meeting. The yearly best practices report requires council to
review the report and responses in a public meeting; this should be on next meeting’s agenda.
The report is due by the end of August. The penalties are larger this year, if we fall below 41 we
will lose $14,000, we do not anticipate losing any money this year.

This concluded Administrator Maurer’s report.
Council President Matthews asked Council if there were any questions for the Administration.

Councilman Bennett addressed Engineer Boswell and asked where we stand with the liquidated
damages against Stacey Contracting who performed the drainage improvement work. Engineer
Boswell responded we took a proactive response and withheld money which should they contest,
they will have to contest with the borough. Council Vice President Bertollo asked the dollar
amount withheld. Engineer Boswell responded a ballpark figure would be sixty days at eight-
hundred-fifty dollars per day or roughly $51,000.00; he would verify the number and report
back.

Council President Matthews asked if there were any other questions for the Administration. No
other questions were raised.

Council President Matthews entertained a motion to record the Administrative Agenda, moved
by Councilman Mele, seconded by Councilman Wojtecki. On roll call, all voted yes.

REPORTS OF SPECIAL COUNCIL COMMITTEES

Councilman Lane

The speaker system installation is complete and all have been trained. The Ambulance Corp
responded to 124 calls in July for 324 man hours. To date, 812 calls have been answered for a
total of 2,041 crew hours. They continue to do a fine job and we appreciate their service to the
community. The Hawthorne Gospel Church will hold a 9-11 memorial service at 6:00 p.m. on
Sunday, September 11", the public is welcome and encouraged to attend. We are waiting to hear
from the County as to the date and time of the next Transit Village meeting which will take place
here in the municipal building.

Councilman Sinning

The Ordinance Committee met this afternoon and discussed modifications to the soil movement
ordinance which should be ready for Council approval in September. The Ambulance Corp
LOSAP program is under review, the current point system will be modified affecting a few.

Councilman Wojtecki

Shade Tree Commission met last night and reported the tree inventory of the borough has been
completed and will be submitted to the borough for review. Fall planting lists are being
complied, please call 973-427-5555 ext. 318 if you would like to get on the list for a new tree.
Residents who have new trees planted in their front yards are asked to please water the trees as
we saw the second driest July on record in New Jersey. Council President Matthews informed
Councilman Wojtecki there is a tree dead on Cornell Avenue between Florence and Utter
Avenue’s. Councilman Wojtecki stated they have a list of dead trees which the installer begin
replacing.

Council Vice President Bertollo asked if the Norma Terrace replacements were discussed at last
night’s meeting. Councilman Wojtecki replied yes and a list was created for pruning and limb
removal which includes Norma Terrace and the resident in particular who has expressed concern
of the limbs. Council Vice President Bertollo stated that resident texted him tonight to report
that a limb had fallen on his car. Councilman Wojtecki commented we have not had pruning
service for the past two years due to manpower but will get back to proactive service in this area.

Council Vice President Bertollo continued there seems to be some confusion between the
Department of Public Works and the contractor as to who is responsible for the pruning. Also, it

is not clear who is responsible for overseeing the contractor, we need better communication
between the two and perhaps the work should be delegated to Public Works once the Shade Tree
Commission recommends it. Councilman Wojtecki responded the commission has given the
three-section tree list to the Public Works Director and asked the Norma Terrace section be the
first addressed moving into Ward 2 then Ward 4 whom have the highest population of sycamore
trees. Councilman Sinning commented on the trees on Third Avenue that have grown up and
through the power lines. Councilman Wojtecki stated that is a PSE&G issue once they reach the
power lines and the Shade Tree Commission cannot touch them.

Council President Matthews reported that at the Planning Board meeting, Joe Burgis presented
the re-examination of the master plan with his recommendations which the Planning Board
moved to approve. A new business will be moving into the Madison Sprocket building.

PUBLIC COMMENT

Council President Matthews opened the meeting to the public. He stated if anyone desired to be
heard, please raise your hand to be recognized, come forward to the microphone state your name
and address and sign the sheet for the record. Council President Matthews asked if anyone
wished to be heard.

Joe Rooney, 84 Braen Avenue, thank you for looking into the tank. The retention basin down by
the culvert has a wide opening coming from the Wyckoff side that goes over the top. Engineer
Boswell responded he will check into the basin to see if it is functioning properly and if not, it
will be repaired.

Rob Van Deusen, 336 Central Avenue, | and many neighbors are aware of the fact that other
towns have ordinances limiting the number of trees that can be taken down in a year. We do not
have such as ordinance in Hawthorne nor an ordinance that has restrictions on a 1500 year-old-
tree, since we are a Tree City USA, this type ordinance would benefit the town. Attorney
Pasquale responded yes, there are a number of towns that limit the percentage or number of trees
you can eliminate a year and the number of trees you have on your property. Some properties in
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Hawthorne do not have many trees at all therefore it would be difficult in Hawthorne to have a
blanket prohibition. This matter has been discussed before and we can identify on new
development, old trees, new trees, historic trees, etc., which will be protected. Planning Board
applications have to submit a tree plan and we cannot tell anyone what they can do with trees in
their backyard. Mr. Van Deusen continued and stated that Allendale has a program that states it
is not a tree unless it’s six inches in diameter. He has only two trees on his property and knows
of a resident who had twelve trees on their property-line, the new property owners next door
wanted to take them all down affecting the overall usage of the backyard. Mr. Van Deusen
asked if the council could look further into this.

Andy Metzler, 209 Hawthorne Avenue, | would like to re-iterate Councilman Lanes comments
in regards to swimming lessons for special needs children. My son was in extended school this
year for special education and there were not any swim lessons extended to him, so we had to
pay for private lessons on our own. We would like him to have the opportunity of lessons just as
our daughter enjoys in the group lessons. Councilman Lane commented the borough will be
working on a program for next year that will be implemented before the summer starts where all
children will have access to the swimming lessons.

Councilman Wojtecki asked if there were any lessons in the second half of season.
Administrator Maurer indicated no, the lessons end in July due to staff availability. We will
address this particular situation for next year. Councilman Wojtecki commented | am sure we
make some money from the lessons and with four weeks left in the season couldn’t we add
additional lessons. Administrator Maurer indicated no, this is when the staff begins returning to
school, we need to have this pre-planned for staffing purposes.

Council President Matthews asked if anyone else wished to be heard. Seeing no one else,
Council President Matthews entertained a motion to close the public comment portion of the
meeting, moved by Council Wojtecki, seconded by Council Vice President Bertollo. On roll
call, all voted yes.
