The Regular Meeting of the Municipal Council of the Borough of Hawthorne was held on the above date at 8:00 p.m., in the Council Meeting Room of the Municipal Building, 445 Lafayette Avenue, Hawthorne, New Jersey.  Present were Council President Matthews, Council Vice President Bertollo, Councilpersons Bennett, Lane, Mele, Sinning and Wojtecki.  Also present were Mayor Goldberg, Borough Administrator Maurer, Director of Revenue and Finance Hewitt, Borough Attorney Pasquale, Borough Engineer Boswell, and Borough Clerk Witkowski.  

FLAG SALUTE

Council President Matthews invited all present to join him in the flag salute.  
STATEMENT

Adequate notice of this meeting has been provided by the Annual Schedule of regular meetings heretofore adopted and posted on the Public Bulletin Board at the Municipal Building, emailed to the Hawthorne Press, Herald News, Record, The Gazette and all persons who have requested the mailing of such schedule, and a copy of said schedule has remained on file in the office of the Borough Clerk from and since December 15, 2010.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Council President Matthews entertained a motion to approve the minutes of the Regular Meeting of September 7, 2011 and Bid Minutes of September 14, 2011 for Louis Bay 2nd Library Roof Replacement, moved by Councilman Sinning, seconded by Council Vice President Bertollo.  On roll call, all said yes. 
PUBLIC COMMENT (Agenda Items Only)

Council President Matthews opened the meeting to the public. He stated if anyone desired to be heard, please raise your hand to be recognized, come forward to the microphone state your name and address and sign the sheet for the record.  He stipulated this be for agenda items only. 
Seeing none, Council President Matthews entertained a motion to close the public portion, moved by Council Vice President Bertollo, seconded by Councilman Lane.  On roll call, all voted yes.

ADOPTION OF ORDINANCES
ORDINANCE No. 2053-11

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER 25 OF THE CODE OF THE BOROUGH OF HAWTHORNE, DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC SAFETY, ARTICLE V, LENGTH OF SERVICE AWARDS PROGRAM, SCHEDULE B, HAWTHORNE VOLUNTEER AMBULANCE CORPS, SO AS TO MODIFY THE LOSAP POINT SYSTEM SET FORTH THEREIN

Public Hearing
Council President Matthews opened the meeting to the public.  He stated if anyone desired to be heard regarding Ordinance No. 2053-11 please raise your hand to be recognized, come forward to the microphone and state your name and address for the record.

Seeing no one, Council President Matthews entertained a motion that the public hearing on Ordinance No. 2053-11 be closed and that it be resolved that this ordinance was posted on the bulletin board on which public notices are customarily posted and published in the Hawthorne Press.  Copies of said ordinance were made available to the general public.

Now, therefore, be it resolved that this ordinance be adopted and the Clerk is authorized to advertise the same according to law.    
Motion was moved by Council Vice President Bertollo, seconded by Councilman Sinning.  Council President Matthews asked if there was any discussion.  Council Vice President Bertollo commented in previous discussions he had suggested to prepare a resolution to state legislators to change the law so both firemen and ambulance corps volunteers giving their time in both companies can receive the LOSAP award.  On roll call, all voted yes with the exception of Councilman Lane and Councilman Wojtecki who abstained.
OLD BUSINESS
Council President Matthews asked if there was any old business to discuss.
Councilman Wojtecki asked the status of removing the dead tree from Elberon Avenue as previously requested.  Administrator Maurer stated he will to follow up.  Councilman Wojtecki thanked Administration for fulfilling all other requests.  

Councilman Lane asked Administrator Maurer if he had researched the petak shot as previously discussed with him and Carol Chamberlin, Health Department.  The three-in-one shot, tetanus, diphtheria and pertussis, is recommended for emergency workers and flood victims who may have come in contact with contaminants.  Administrator Maurer indicated he would follow-up.  Council Vice President Bertollo suggested we hold a community clinic and inquire with FEMA for reimbursement.  Councilman Lane continued and thanked Administrator Maurer for forwarding the job descriptions which he had requested and asked if he had the report on the Ambulance Corps roof.  Engineer Boswell replied he will be forwarding that report to Administrator Maurer by week’s end. Councilman Lane inquired about information on permits for the casting pond.  Administrator Maurer indicated he had spoken to Frank Rossi at Boswell Engineering who stated permits were not required by Department of Public Works and the county is researching their records as well.  Councilman Lane inquired about previously discussed parking issues reported by residents on May Street, Maitland and Elberon Avenue’s during the Cubs football season.  It was suggested to re-install the fence at the end of Elberon leading onto the field to deter pedestrian traffic entering, and/or chaining off the area on lower Franklin Field as newly posted no parking signs are not solving the problem.  Councilman Wojtecki interjected the parking issue included the lot of the Boys and Girls Club during the weekly practices not just during weekend games. Council Vice President Bertollo reported this issue was discussed in the public works committee meeting where it was agreed there is a shortage of parking spaces, they would look into widening the service road to possibly include twenty to thirty parking spaces.  Council President Matthews stated there is also a shortage of parking at the high school and parking takes place on the surrounding residential streets.  Councilman Lane continued and asked if there was a report on the Bamford Avenue issue.  Council President Matthews responded the police were looking into this and nothing had been communicated to the council thus far.  Mayor Goldberg interjected Police Chief Scully discussed this issue with Administrator Maurer but it was not communicated to the council.  Council Vice President Bertollo asked the status of the bump out on the road.  Council President Matthews responded an ordinance will be required for no parking, the Ordinance Committee will have to approve it otherwise it is not an enforceable item.  Councilman Bennett asked if there would be any issues with the snow plows.  Council Vice President Bertollo stated someone from administration or council should take a look at it.  Mayor Goldberg commented the buses will park in back for events on the field and in the winter park in the front for events in the gym.  

Councilman Lane stated he is opposed to the solar panel project with the county and we could proceed with solar energy on our own which he will be researching.  Council Vice President Bertollo asked where we go from here with PCIA.  Council President Matthews commented there is a resolution to participate on tonight’s agenda and Mayor Goldberg commented there is no sense in backing out now since the money would not be recouped if they default.  Council Vice President Bertollo suggests preparing resolution to the county expressing no support for options two or three and informing all Passaic County towns of our action.  Mayor Goldberg suggested a representative be sent to the meeting.   Attorney Pasquale interjected we are part of the participating group and can express our concerns as the county has to the right to proceed their way and we are still on the hook for 5% of that money.  If we are not satisfied with the numbers or are concerned about the risk, we can discuss with Tony DeNova.  Discussion ensued.  

Council Vice President Bertollo commented on the flooding over the past few years and now is the time be part of the process with the Army Corps of Engineers and the county who need to come back and develop a plan or solution.  Our whole town becomes crippled when we lose recreation facilities and recycling centers, we could have suffered more tremendous lost.  The Governor has stated this has to be fixed by federal government and we need to proactively and aggressively pursue.

Council President Matthews asked if there was any other old business to discuss.  
NEW BUSINESS 
Council President Matthews asked if there was any new business to discuss. 

Councilman Wojtecki addressed Engineer Boswell and stated the brook is encroaching closer to the soccer field/Diamond Bridge Field No. 2, could we put up orange construction fencing to protect the kids.  Mayor Goldberg stated either the county or we can put up the fence.  The county is using a new pothole fill on Lafayette Avenue from Diamond Bridge and Wagaraw Road, which is not filling in the potholes but rather harder rocks are being thrown up and getting into our water streams.   

Councilman Bennett commented he would like the security of the borough’s server addressed as he has been receiving twenty to thirty spam emails daily in his private email account from this server. Borough Clerk interjected the issue has been forwarded to our IT consultants who are researching and working on a solution.  Discussion ensued on the IT consultant, using private email accounts and the Sunshine law.  
Council President Matthews asked if there was any additional new business to discuss.  No additional new business was raised.

ADMINISTRATIVE AGENDA PRESENTED BY THE MAYOR

Mayor Goldberg reported that 10:00 a.m. on Wednesday, September 28th the Police Department will issue the first E-ticket as a test with the inspector and then the system will go live.  On September 28th at 6:30 p.m. a candlelight vigil will take place for DVRT at Borough Hall.  Hawthorne Day is scheduled for Saturday, October 1st where many events and vendors will participate.  Parking will be available at the Hawthorne Discount Center, the pool lot is for Senior Citizens and a trolley service will be available.  On October 2nd, the PBA and DVRT will be sponsoring a “Purple and Blue Challenge Run” at the Boys and Girls Club starting at 8:30 a.m.  Put on The Brakes Day will take place on October 10th in support of the Police Department who will be using unmarked vehicles and extra police traffic to monitor and enforce all traffic laws in the borough.  Operation Take Back New Jersey will take place on Saturday, October 29th from 10:00 a.m. to 2:00 p.m in the court room where you can safely dispose of all unused and unneeded medicines and pills.  

Mayor Goldberg called upon Director of Revenue and Finance Hewitt for her report.  
Director of Revenue and Finance Hewitt reported on the following:
Delinquent taxes at close of the third quarter totaled approximately $700,000 which is within the norm from last year, an additional $300,000 are from delinquencies of 2010.  The tax sale is scheduled for October 25th, first notice will be published next week.

This concluded Director of Revenue and Finance Hewitt’s report.

Mayor Goldberg called upon Attorney Pasquale for his report.  

Attorney Pasquale reported on the following:

Stacey Contracting is taking issue with our late charges against them which we responded was due to the project not staring on time.  We are still defending multiple tax appeals in court every two weeks and settling where we can.  Ordinance 2054-11 on tonight’s agenda includes changes pertaining to the I-1/overlay zone which permitted alternate development on 7.5 acres or more of land, will now read “25 feet from the right of way line to the nearest building and 35 feet from the curb”.  The set-back will not allow buildings in the area but will allow decorative items such as a bench and/or lights, landscape and street scape.  Signage size has increased from fifty feet to one-hundred-twenty-five feet, building orientation was eliminated and architectural standards that all roofs are gables will make exceptions for flat roofs where those would need to include some type of architectural feature.  Developer will also have to incorporate into his plans, the municipal’s streetscape image/features for the area.  Attorney Pasquale continued and reported tonight’s resolution no. 201-11 is to authorize a law suit on the property owner of 1 Washington Holdings and prior owner Pan Chemical who under the environmental rights act which compels owners to clean-up the property, seeks to regain rents and tax revenues lost for the past years due to refusal of direction.  Thank you to Rayna Laiosa for her assistance and research into the original agreement with NJDEP and Pan Chemical who did not absolve themselves of all liability when they sold the property. 

This concluded Attorney Pasquale’s report.
Mayor Goldberg called upon Engineer Boswell for his report.
Drainage Improvement Project – The project is completed but not closed out as yet due to liquidated damages. 

2011 Road Program – Sunrise Drive has been resurfaced but is not yet striped.  Pasadena Place is expected to be resurfaced this week, weather permitting.

Mohawk Avenue (2011 NJDOT Local Aid) – We are waiting for a revised schedule from the contractor for milling and paving Mohawk Avenue.  The proposed schedule will require approval from both the school and police. 

UST Underground Monitoring – The project is awaiting borough authorization.  

Library Roof – Bids were received on September 14th.  The apparent low bidder is Paino Roofing of Hackensack with a base bid of $155,500.00.  The project was bid with an alternate for glass block on the front of the children’s wing, which we do not recommend awarding and will work with Paino Roofing on alternate storefront.  

Christian Health Care Center – The next special meeting is scheduled for September 26th. 

Goffle Brook Bank Stabilization – The project requires review by the state Historic Advisory Committee and is scheduled for October 20th meeting.  

NJDOT Local Aid Final Payment – Change orders have been approved and final close-out payments for both Buena Vista and Rock Road will be forthcoming from NJDOT.  

Ambulance Corps Roof Inspection – inspection took place with Councilman Lane and Administrator Maurer, the report will be completed by next week.  

This concluded Engineer Boswell’s report.
Mayor Goldberg called upon Administrator Maurer for his report.
Administrator Maurer reported on the following:
Three items are out for bid, the purchase of gasoline and diesel fuel due on September 29th, purchase of a 2012 roll-off truck due on October 7th and 2012 snow plowing which supplements our workforce due on October 13th.  The annual ethics seminar took place today providing practical information on ethics rules, next year’s seminar will take place in the evening to include council, board members and volunteers.  Building Department has received a demolition application for the collapsed portion of the Congress Mills building, Frank Rossi of Boswell Engineering is working on the necessary approval from the DEP before our construction official can issue the permit, once issued the building must come down within thirty days. Summonses continue to be issued on the property maintenance violations.  The North 8th Street wall is nearly complete.  We continue to document ongoing violations at the Pan Chemical site to present at next month’s trial.  Discussion took place on participating in the Blue Acres program, its effect on tax revenues, area size, and plan for the future.  Questions answered and additional information will be presented at the October 5th work session and the public hearing on October 19th regular meeting.  

This concluded Administrator Maurer’s report.
Councilman Mele asked Director of Revenue and Finance Hewitt what is the percentage of the taxes not being paid.  Director of Revenue and Finance Hewitt replied calculations are done thru the 4th quarter which is not due as yet thus to date, the numbers are still above 98% which are very similar to last year’s numbers.  

Councilman Lane asked Administrator Maurer if the roll-off truck was a replacement truck or additional truck.  Administrator Maurer replied it is a replacement with two options to bid, a new truck with a new roll-off hoist or new truck with re-conditioned hoist from the old truck.  

Councilman Lane asked what the plan at Congress Mills is after the demolition and would the waterway be cleaned out.  Administrator Maurer indicated he has a copy of the plan which he can review and is not sure if it included the waterway.  Engineer Boswell commented the demolition will remove the low core of the building which is the biggest impediment of flow, therefore it should flow quicker.  Attorney Pasquale commented the insurance company is handling the demolition of a unsafe structure, one section of the building, and would not include cleaning the waterway/brook.  Council Vice President Bertollo asked how we will remediate the bank as there will be a large gap and the water will flow into the roadway.  Engineer Boswell indicated they would be supervising the demolition and will look into this.  

Councilman Sinning asked if there was a problem with paving on Pasadena Place as sidewalks, hydrants and curbs were replaced and crews returned to work on the same area and replace handicap ramps.  Engineer Boswell indicated they fell behind schedule and would look into this.  Council President Matthews asked why ramps were being replaced as they are part of our 2011 Road Program.  Engineer Boswell commented he was correct and he would look into this as well.  

Council Vice President Bertollo asked Engineer Boswell if he could have the quote for the Royal Avenue culvert for the next Public Works Committee meeting.  Engineer Boswell responded yes, he will get estimate to armor and put in new grade, piping is not an option.  Council Vice President Bertollo continued and suggested if the vaccine clinic was a go, perhaps we can hold it at Hawthorne Day.  Mayor Goldberg stated it has to be discussed with the borough doctor.  
Council President Matthews asked Council if there were any other questions for the Administration.  No other questions were raised.

Council President Matthews entertained a motion to record the Administrative Agenda, moved by Councilman Wojtecki, seconded by Council Vice President Bertollo.  On roll call, all voted yes.

WHEREAS, the Administration has taken action through the issuance of numerous summonses for property maintenance and a declaration of unsafe structure by the Building Department; and 

WHEREAS, the owner of the said property, after working with the Borough to bring about redevelopment of the site, has failed to maintain the property in a state of good order, failed to bring about any redevelopment of the site and failed to follow New Jersey DEP mandates ordering environmental remediation of the site; and 

WHEREAS, the property is an eyesore as it exists and, given its proximity to the Hawthorne Train Station, creates a depiction of Hawthorne that reflects badly on other property owners who have endeavored to maintain and improve the community; and 

WHEREAS, the property owner has allowed the property to fall into such a state of disuse and disrepair that it has received Tax Court Judgments reducing the ratable value of the property further impacting all other property owners in the Borough of Hawthorne; and 

WHEREAS, the law permits a municipality to essentially stand in the shoes of the New Jersey DEP in enforcing directives of the DEP regarding clean-up of property where the same is in need of environmental remediation; and 

WHEREAS, the Municipal Council has determined, based upon the long-standing failure of this owner and the prior owner, Pan Chemical, to bring about site remediation of this property, that it should seek to enforce DEP directives and agreements and endeavor to bring about clean-up of this site; 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Municipal Council of the Borough of Hawthorne, that it does authorize the institution of legal action against the current and prior property owners of the subject site and that is does allocate the sum of $7,500 to meet the anticipated expense entailed in undertaking such action, with any further expenditure to be subject to review and approval of the Municipal Council.

Mayor Goldberg interjected and thanked Rayna and the fantastic professionals and volunteers in our borough. Councilman Bennett

Public Works Director Joe Clementi will have the snow plan completed for review by the end of October.  Highview Terrace and Brockhuizen Lane were washouts due to the recent storms which Engineer Boswell will be investigating and recommending a course of action.  We have tested 382 of the 5/8 inch water meters that have been replaced, they are 9% off in accuracy, if we continue with the complete replacement within the next few years, our payback period will be in about 7 years.  Recent storm damage to the Wag Fields:  Wag One has no significant issues, all work will be done in-house and should open this week pending test results; Wag Four  was covered with river sludge and silt, rehab is being done by Downes Tree Service, FEMA should reimburse us 75% and the field should be open within a week pending test results; Wag Two and Three have been assessed by Engineer Boswell’s team, the grass will need to be reseeded or sodded, estimates range from $90,000 to $105,000, problem being we are out of the growing season therefore it is possible the field will be out of use until October 2012.  Council Vice President Bertollo interjected we have been through this before and we are looking at other alternatives for the field.  Councilman Bennett continued the recycling center pit will be pumped out this week and reopened by the weekend.  Ordinance for the library roof is on tonight’s agenda, work will need to be done before the winter.  The Road Program continues to be drafted, looking to design a multi-year plan, suggestions and comments are welcome and should be forwarded to Administrator Maurer.

He stated if anyone desires to be heard, please raise your hand to be recognized, come forward to the microphone, and sign the sheet giving your name and address for the record.  Council President Matthews asked if anyone wished to be heard. 

Brian Van Hook, 91 Elberon Avenue

Mr. Van Hook reported the parking of the cars on this dead end street and the difficulty with open gate onto the field, cars are rushing causing safety concerns.  Mr. Van Hook inquired what is the status of the gate /fence being closed as discussed previously by council and could the pool parking lot be used as a possible solution.  He continued that an additional twenty five to thirty cars on the street. The resident at 100 Elberon Avenue has a hard time leaving his house. Cars park in front of the fire hydrant, there have been no changes since brought to the attention of the council.  Fences need to be done due to the safety concerns raised as it has been addressed a number of times.  

Paul Allen, 335 Hawthorne Avenue 

It has been two years since Wagaraw and Lincoln have been completed; there is a need for a lead green traffic light going east and west.  Now there is talk of a supermarket and strip mall being constructed on Wagaraw, where will cars move to?  There are currently difficulties to make turns. Councilman Wojtecki stated, Bergen County said Hawthorne is responsible to make change for lead green light.  Mayor Goldberg commented the county planning board is working on it, they needed to certify the amount of traffic, and then they could release Hawthorne’s funds for the project.

Councilman Wojtecki questioned who on the Shade Tree Commission makes the decision as to what trees to plant.  The last two days, juice from berries from certain trees drips and is tough to remove from cars and a resident asked about the clean up.  Councilman Wojtecki has asked if Steve Schuckman could come out and advise.  Councilman Wojtecki continued and asked about revenue from non resident parking permits and if there was a loss in the last year or two. Administrator Maurer commented that the borough is down on non resident revenue, and was asked if a resident can park in a non-resident spot? The answer is no. Council Vice President Bertollo commented he is not in favor of non-resident parking as they do not bring revenue to the borough.   
Council President Matthews asked if anyone else wished to be heard.  Seeing none, Council President Matthews entertained a motion to close the public comment portion of the meeting, moved by Councilman Bennett, seconded by Councilman Wojtecki.  On roll call, all voted yes.
