Mayor Goldberg’s Report  
Mayor Goldberg apologized for inconveniences due to recent pool closings as a result of potential 

health risks. Mayor Goldberg also stated that he witnessed the brook cleanup by the Passaic Valley 

sewage authorities behind businesses near Goffle Road and Wagaraw Road that should help improve 

flooding problems. Mayor Goldberg congratulated the Hawthorne Caballeros for winning the New 

England Drum Competition. Mayor Goldberg also thanked the Hawthorne Police Department and 

police from Glen Rock, North Haledon, and the Passaic County Sherriff’s Department in addition to 

the Hawthorne Fire Department and Ambulance Corps. for their cooperation and efficient response 

to the incident occurring on Westervelt Ave this past Saturday. The Mayor also announced that 

Leadership camp under the supervision of Sgt. Knepper has 131 students enrolled and will begin on 

the third Monday in August.  

 

REPORTS: 
 

Director of Revenue and Finance Hewitt 

Stated that the tax bills went out two weeks early due to the cooperation and efficiency of all the 

borough departments and the state. Director of Revenue and Finance Hewitt also stated that on the 

tax bills it is now clearly stated that payments are to be collected Monday through Friday from 

8:30am to 4:00 pm; payments received after this deadline will be subject to interest.  

 

Borough Attorney Pasquale 
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Borough Attorney Pasquale introduced a plan for new B3 commercial zoning on Goffle Road from 

the Volvo dealership (Lafayette Ave intersection) to the Hawthorne Chevrolet dealership (Rock Rd 

intersection). After reviewing the various forms of zoning in this area, the ordinance committee 

discovered that the zoning did not conform to the uses that occur. By taking existing uses and 

making them conform, new zoning would allow further development and redevelopment in this area. 

B3 commercial zoning would permit retail and commercial uses by recognizing the predominant 

retail type use in this zone while moving away from industrial and residential zoning. Borough 

Attorney Pasquale stated that there has been discussion for the possibility to bring the same type of 

zoning to Wagaraw Road from The Front Porch pub (Lincoln street/Wagaraw Road) to The Triangle 

Diner (Wagaraw Road/Goffle Road intersection). This zoning would also take effect from the 

Bunker Hill Bridge to MacFarlan Ave. However, in the Wagaraw Road areas, this zoning would not 

be a replacement but rather concurrent zoning. Industrial zoning would not be placed in this zone. 

Borough Attorney Pasquale also mentioned that if new zoning is introduced, the repeal of existing 

overlay zoning permitting “big box” operations and retail of different natures would occur. 

Ordinances that are being challenged would be supplanted by the ordinance for B3 zoning. B3 

zoning would not allow 24 hour operations on Goffle Road or Wagaraw Road. Most businesses 

would close by 11:00pm. Restaurants, food stores, and pharmacies would be open until midnight and 

bars would be permitted to stay open to the extent of their liquor licenses. Nothing will be permitted 

to be open past midnight besides local bars. Borough Attorney stated that there has been a recent 

focus on encouraging potential businesses with no greater than 25 to 30 thousand square feet (i.e. 

Walgreens, Trader Joe’s, Staples, OfficeMax, etc). Borough Attorney stated that the community 

needs to attract more development and ratables; however this development must be in line with what 

the community wants. Borough Attorney concluded by stating that the administration is committed 

to bringing this process forward and hopes the community will join by voicing their opinions to 

create a productive discourse.   

 

Borough Engineer Dr. Stephen T. Boswell 

Washington/Royal Drainage Project- The final invoice is prepared and submitted.  
   
Rock/Braen/Goffle Intersection- The plans are being finalized and awaiting comments from the 

county. The County needs to go out to bid.  
 

Cornell Avenue Sewer Repairs- It is 85% complete. The Borough expects funding available in 

August and bids will begin when directed by the Borough. 

 

Goffle Brook Bank Stabilization- Contractors are continuing to work on construction of walking 

paths and bank stabilization as required.  
 

2013 Road Resurfacing Program – Curbs, sidewalks, and handicap ramps were completed on 

Second Ave, 6
th

 Ave, 7
th

 Ave, and Ethel Ave. Concrete work is expected to begin this week on 

Sylvester Ave. Milling will be completed this week on 6
th

 Ave and continued on 7th Ave and Horton 

Ave.  
 

UST Groundwater Monitoring- In regards to the underwater storage tank, the second set of brown 

water sampling is to be completed this week. Clean Earth is processing the completed documents for 

removal of excavated soil expected to be disposed of in the next 2 weeks. 
 

Warburton and Lafayette Intersection- Reformation and new concrete curb were completed on 

Warburton Ave and Lafayette Ave intersection on July 19th before resurfacing occurred. 
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May Street- The project has been advertised and bids will be received on July 30
th

 at 11:00 am. This 

project will be awarded at the next council meeting on August 7, 2013. 
 

Mohawk Avenue- This project is still being looked into. It seems to be more economical to mill and 

resurface the road than turn it into a concrete slab. Cost runs are currently being conducted.  

 

Municipal Building Gas Supply- Public Services has not yet raised the regulator Rea and Goffle to 

7.7 inches of water but assured it will be done shortly. A test run will be conducted after completion.  
 

2013 Country Resurfacing Program –There was a preconstruction meeting held on July 11
th

. 13 

streets will be resurfaced including Lincoln Ave from the Diamond Bridge Road intersection to the 

Rock Road intersection, Lafayette extension from the Goffle Road intersection to the County Line, 

and Goffle Hill Road from Sunrise Drive to Grandview Avenue. The contractor is Smith-Sondy and 

will proceed after August 1, 2013. This project is expected to be completed by November 1, 2013. 

The contractor has been informed to review school schedules and coordinate accordingly.    
 

Van Winkle Railroad Crossing – NJDOT is scheduled to address the Susquehanna crossing Monday, 

September 9, 2013 at 8:00am. The crossing will be closed to vehicular and pedestrian traffic for 

approximately five days and is expected to reopen Friday, September 13, 2013 after 7:00pm. 

Detours from Lafayette Ave to Goffle Road and from Rock Road to Lincoln Ave have been planned 

and will be posted. Signs will be posted two weeks in advance.  
 

Borough Engineer Boswell also addressed a previous concern regarding a manhole. There have been 

12 wells placed around the circle. Department of Public Works Joe Clementi and Bob Scully will 

place a rubber surface over it.  

 

Borough Administrator Maurer 

Borough Administrator Maurer added to Borough Engineer Boswell’s mention of the railroad 

crossing by stating that the Borough attempted to complete this project before school begins in 

September but was unable to because supplies would not arrive in time. Borough Administrator 

Maurer also stated that he recently attended NJDOT training in Trenton for a transportation 

enhancement grant for streetscape improvement (will be taking place on Diamond Bridge Ave and 

Lafayette Ave in Hawthorne). He contacted the DOT regional office in order to schedule a kick off 

meeting to move this project forward. On July 25
th

, Borough Administrator Maurer will be attending 

a county meeting for the Community Development Block Grant - Disaster Recovery (CDBG-DR) 

buyout grant for certain flood-prone residential properties near the Passaic River. Borough 

Administrator Maurer announced that the resolution to accept the space grant for $53,500.00 allotted 

for restrooms in conjunction with bandshell will appear on the next council meeting agenda. 

Borough Administrator Maurer has yet to hear back from NJDOT regarding the addition of a 

possible bus stop for the 164 bus in Hawthorne. He has also yet to hear from Verizon regarding a 

metal pipe with a double wooded bin left on Pasadena Ave. Borough Administrator also stated that 

there have been property maintenance problems at the old International Bakery store. Hence, 

subsequent enforcement action has been taken. Borough Administrator Maurer had discussions with 

a possible consultant for fire engine specs in accordance with the ordinance that was introduced 

tonight.  Borough Administrator Maurer also had discussions with the said consultant regarding 

possible use of co-op purchasing arrangements. Borough Administrator concluded by stating that the 

second tube night of the season will be held this Friday, July 26, 2013 from 6:00pm to 8:00pm. 

 

Questions for the Administration 
 

Council President Matthews asked if there were any questions for the Administration.   
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Councilman Wojtecki stated that the homeless person continues to reside in the area of the old 

International Bakery store. Councilman Wojtecki asked if the police have located him. Borough 

Administrator Maurer replied by stating that he will follow up with the Chief of Police. Councilman 

Wojtecki also asked if the B3 zoning plans have been forward to the Wagaraw Road Redevelopment 

Committee. Borough Attorney Pasquale stated that since this concept is only in preliminary stages, it 

has not been forwarded but will be in the future. Discussion ensued.  Councilman Wojtecki 

concluded by stating that the smell of gas is still predominant along Goffle Road. Councilman 

Wojtecki thanked the DPW and Robert Scully for keeping the pump houses clean and presentable.  

 

Councilman Sinning asked Borough Engineer Boswell if the weeds will be cleared along Warburton 

Ave in conjunction with the Goffle Brook project. Borough Engineer Boswell assured that they will 

be cleared by the county.  

 

Council President Matthews concluded by asking Borough Engineer Boswell when the park will be 

turned over to the county from the contractor. He also asked for a follow-up on a request sent to Mr. 

Roca regarding whether the pond will be turned over as early as September 21, 2013 to 

accommodate the Ducky Derby event.  Borough Engineer Boswell stated that the expected date of 

turnover is October 31, 2013 and that he will follow up will the request by the next council meeting.  

 

Councilman Wojtecki asked Borough Engineer Boswell what material will be used for the walking 

path along Goffle Brook Park. Borough Engineer Boswell stated that it will be constructed out of 

natural crushed granite which will not permit biking or rollerblades.  

 

Council President Matthews entertained a motion to record the Administrative Agenda, moved by 

Councilman Mele, seconded by Council Vice President Bertollo.  On roll call, all voted yes.

PUBLIC COMMENT 

 

Council President Matthews opened the meeting to the public. He stated if anyone desired to be 

heard, please raise your hand to be recognized, come forward to the microphone, state your name 

and address and sign the sheet for the record.   

 

Lois Cuccinello, 933 Lafayette Ave 

Addressed the cost to taxpayers due to the special election scheduled to take place in October, three 

weeks before a general election in November. The governor has stated that the State of NJ will 

absorb the costs of the special election. However, the state money that will be used is coming from 

tax money. Ms. Cuccinello encouraged the council to put the Resolution introduced by Councilman 

Wojtecki on the consent agenda for the next council meeting. She also voiced her opinion that there 

was not enough action on zoning and economic development the past four years.  

 

Victor Tamburro, 1084 Lafayette Ave 

Stated that Downes Tree Service continues to park their vehicles on Grand Avenue. Borough 

Administrator Maurer stated he will follow up with Downes Tree Service. Mr. Tamburro also made 

the council aware that there is cribbing from the pond project and salters stored by the railroad tracks 

on Rock Road. Mr. Tamburro also asked if residents would be reimbursed from water that is taken 

from hydrants to water plants in the park. The council stated they would follow up on these issues.  

 

Jeff Gardner, 124 Highview Terrace 

Supported the Resolution proposed by Councilman Wojtecki. Mr. Gardner asked the council if 204 

Wagaraw Road will also be considered for potential housing. Borough Attorney Pasquale stated that 

after careful consideration, this space would not be ideal for housing. Mr. Gardner also asked if there 

is zoning designation that permits mixed use development of residential, retail, and office combined. 

Borough Attorney Pasquale confirmed that this is true. However, the zoning is not intended for just 

one property, but rather the entire corridor.  

 

Joe Osborne, 112 Cedar Ave 

Asked the council to keep an open mind toward the community’s input. Thanked the clerk’s office 

staff for all their cooperation and assistance. Mr. Osborne inquired about the status of the site plan 

approval for 204 Wagaraw Road. He submitted an OPRA request and stated that there has been a 

consent order in the works. Borough Attorney Pasquale stated that the consent order has been 

circulated and the developer’s attorney, Mr. Monaghan, and other parties involved have signed it. It 

must now be mailed to the judge. 

 

Gene Barbieri – 70 Rea Ave 

Asked how the process for public meetings (in reference to new ordinances) will be conducted. 

Borough Administrator Maurer referred Mr. Barbieri to the Nixle System for updates and 

announcements regarding public hearings, ordinances, and meetings. The meetings will also be 

published in the newspaper. No meetings have been scheduled yet but will begin sometime this year.  
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George Alvarez, 118 Cedar Ave 

Inquired about the ordinance for Mohawk Ave in relation to Washington School parking. 

Councilman Sinning explained that this ordinance is only in effect during school hours only.  

 

Fire Chief Joe Speranza – 27 Robertson Ave 

Stated that during the recent nine day heatwave, the fire department answered 26 calls. He thanked 

the borough for cooperation and responsiveness.  

 

Council President Matthews asked if anyone else desired to be heard.  After all questions were 

addressed, Council President Matthews entertained a motion to close the public portion, moved by 

Councilman Mele, seconded by Councilman Sinning.  On roll call, all voted yes.
