Water Reports April 2008 – Commissioners reviewed the April 2008 and noticed that acetone was found in two of Hawthorne's treated drinking well samples.  The Environmental Commission will send an e-mail directly to the Mayor Botbyl, Borough Administrator, and Joseph Wojtecki to further investigate the acetone results in the April 2008 water results. 

Below is the e-mail sent to the Mayor Botbyl, Borough Administrator, and Joseph Wojtecki on July 24, 2008 

I have never noticed any acetone detections before and acetone is a common lab contaminant.  Therefore, the Environmental Commission is requesting the Borough of Hawthorne to  contact the lab to check the raw data to make sure these detections are real and are not due to blank contamination.  The two detections were in the following samples.

 

· Sample Name - Utter Ave Treated, Collected on 5/28/08 and Analyzed on 6/9/08.  Lab ID - 04212-5.  Acetone Conc - 16.2 ug/L

· Sample Name - Goffle Hill Treated, Collected on 4/30/08 and Analyzed on 5/7/08.  Lab ID - 04146-6.  Acetone Conc - 17.3 ug/L
