Today, I receieved the water results and the reports indicate acetone, tetrachloroethene, and trichloroethene in the following samples:

 

1) Sample Name - North Station Effluent, Collected on 6/11/08 and Analyzed on 6/22/08.  Lab ID - 04234-1.  Acetone Conc - 8.28 ug/L
 

2) Sample Name - South Station Effluent, Collected on 6/11/08 and Analyzed on 6/22/08.  Lab ID - 04234-3.  Acetone Conc - 21.7 ug/L
 

3) Sample Name - Utter Ave Treated, Collected on 6/11/08 and Analyzed on 6/22/08. 
Lab ID - 04234-5. Acetone Conc - 7.13 ug/L
 

4) Sample Name - Goffle Hill Treated, Collected on 6/11/08 and Analyzed on 6/22/08. 
Lab ID - 04234-6. Acetone Conc - 9.10 ug/L
 

5) Sample Name - Goffle Hill Treated, Collected on 6/25/08 and Analyzed on 7/03/08.
Lab ID - 04296-6 Acetone Conc - 6.86 ug/L (This is the only sample that indicated Acetone. The North Station Effluent, South Station Effluent, and Utter Ave Treated acetone concentrations were Non-Detected.)  
 

6) Sample Name - North Station Effluent, Collected on 7/2/08 and Analyzed on 7/15/08.  Lab ID - 04316-1.  Acetone Conc - 7.87 ug/L

 

7) Sample Name - South Station Effluent, Collected on 7/2/08 and Analyzed on 7/14/08.  Lab ID - 04316-3.  Acetone Conc - 19.1 ug/L

 

8) Sample Name - Utter Ave Treated, Collected on 7/2/08 and Analyzed on 7/14/08. 

Lab ID - 04316-5. Acetone Conc - 6.93 ug/L

 

9) Sample Name - Goffle Hill Treated, Collected on 7/2/08 and Analyzed on 7/14/08.

Lab ID - 04316-6 Acetone Conc - 9.50 ug/L

 

In the lab results package collected on 6/25/08, there is a page that does not identify the location of the sample; however, the Tetrachloroethene concentration is 1.87 ug/L and Trichloroethene contrentration is 1.24 ug/L.  The NJDEP MCL (ug/L) for Tetrachloroethene  and Trichloroethene are 1.00 ug/L.  Please investigate the identification of the sample location as well as the causes of the exceedance of the NJDEP MCL standard for Tetrachloroethene and Trichloroethene.
 

There seems to be an on-going issue with the lab with their quality control of containers.  The Environmental Commission is requesting the Borough to further look into this issue to avoid future water results that may not be representive.
