Hawthorne Planning Board
Minutes of July, 2013 Work Session

The July 2, 2013 meeting of the Hawthorne Planning Board was called to order at 7:30
P.M. by Chairman Garner. After recital of the Pledge of Allegiance, Board Secretary William
A. Monaghan, I1I called the roll. All members and alternates were present as well as Board
attorney/secretary William A. Monaghan, 111, Esq. Chairman Garner announced that notice of
the meeting had been published and posted in accordance with the Open Public Meetings Act.

CORRESPONDENCE — None

CERTIFICATE OF COMPLIANCE PLAN REVIEW

1. With regard to the application of Eighteen Group LLC, Oron Tenami, owner, and
Marco Scaba, representative of the property owner, appeared on behalf of the
applicant. After being sworn, they testified that the applicant proposes to lease
approximately 900 square feet at the subject premises as a warehouse for a business
engaged in buying and re-selling housewares and dry goods. No retail sales would
be conducted at the premises. Two employees would operate the business. No
exterior changes to the premises are proposed. One on-site parking space would be
allocated to the applicant. Merchandise would be received in small deliveries and
shipped by truck approximately once per week. A motion was then made by Mayor
Goldberg, seconded by Ms. DiMattia and approved by a vote of 7-0 to grant the
application for certificate of compliance plan review subject to preparation of a
memorializing resolution by the Board attorney.

2. With regard to the application of ZR Performance Cycles, Peter Zoltek, owner,
appeared on behalf of the applicant. After being sworn, he testified that the
applicant proposes to lease approximately 2,500 square feet at the subject premises
for the operation of a high-performance motorcycle repair and parts business. No
retail sales would be conducted at the premises. No motorcycles, equipment or
parts would be stored on the outside of the premises. Two employees would operate
the business. Seven on-site parking spaces are available. No exterior changes to the
premises are proposed. A motion was then made by Vice Chairman Lucibello,
seconded by Mr. DeAugustines and approved by a vote of 7-0 to grant the
application for certificate of compliance plan review subject to preparation of a
memorializing resolution by the Board attorney.

3. With regard to the application of Lost Brothers Pizza Truck, Howard E. Stern,
owner, and Michael J. Scott, partner, appeared on behalf of the applicant. Mr.
Monaghan advised the applicant that the proposal to allow a mobile pizza truck on
the subject premises presently occupied by an automobile repair shop raised several
legal issues. Since the property is now included in the B-1 Zone, the present use at
the site is now a non-conforming use. The proposed addition of the pizza truck
could be considered an expansion of a non-conforming use as well as a second
primary use, both of which would require relief from the Board of Adjustment.
Review of the approval granted to the present owner also indicated that additional



information was required to be provided to the Board of Adjustment regarding the
parking layout. The report received from the Police Department also raised serious
concerns about parking as well as pedestrian and vehicle traffic flow with two
businesses operating at the site. Based on the issues raised, the hearing was
adjourned to the Board's August work session for further review of the zoning issues
and for the applicant to obtain information from the property owner regarding
available parking at the subject premises.

OLD BUSINESS

With regard to Ulma Form Works, Aitor Fabian, Chief Executive Officer,
appeared on behalf of the applicant. Mr. Monaghan noted that he had sent a letter
dated June 20, 2013 to the applicant at the Board's direction requesting that the
applicant submit plans in advance of the July 2 work session and requiring the
applicant's appearance at the meeting. Mr. Monaghan reported the receipt of a letter
from the applicant dated June 28, 2013 advising that the plans are not yet
completed. Mr. Fabian apologized to the Board for his failure to appear at the June
18 Board meeting which he stated was due to a misunderstanding on his part. He
stated his desire to keep his business in Hawthorne and indicated that he expects his
business to expand significantly in the near future. After additional discussion, in
order to give the applicant sufficient time to submit the plans for the driveway
relocation, a motion was made, seconded and unanimously approved to carry the
hearing to the August 20, 2013 Board meeting.
